      7.  Fees:  A $1.00 fee shall be charged for each IRHA show to be sanctioned.  An additional fee of                                                                                                                           

$1.00 per class entry is due to the IRHA at the conclusion of the show or with submission of the show results to the IRHA secretary. 
8.  If a representative of the IRHA is not at the show to assist in the show office, then a  

     complete set of entry forms, show and payback results must be mailed within 10 working 

     days of the show date to: Iowa Ranch Horse Association, 1015 150th Street Kanawha, IA 50447.
9. If any office help is required of an IRHA Director, Office or other Representative, you agree to reimburse said person for any expenses (mileage, meals, etc.) incurred in their helping with your show.  Do you wish to have IRHA help with your show? Yes______ No______
10. Cattle numbers are available from the IRHA.  Upon receipt of a $30.00 deposit, these numbers will be provided to the undersigned show manager.  Your deposit will be refunded upon the return of the numbers, either to an IRHA liaison or by passing along to the next show chair, in good serviceable condition within 10 working days after the show.

11. It is recommended that the cattle provider provide a minimum of 30 head of cattle.  It is preferred that all cattle be numbered 0-9 for Ranch Roping, Cutting and Ranch Cutting.
12. If the holding area for the cattle is not separated from the show ring with a solid (cannot see through it) partition, it is suggested you provide a tarp(s) to hide the herd of cattle so the cattle being used in the show ring cannot see the herd.

13. If you wish to add any classes or exhibitions to the show, they must be held at the completion of the IRHA show.  By completion, it is to be understood that our cattle numbers must be returned, and all business finished with IRHA personnel before these extra classes or exhibitions are performed.  You are also responsible for the maintenance of any points or records that you wish to keep for any non-IRHA events.
14. You must forward a copy of your insurance to the IRHA prior to your show.

15. Failure to comply with the terms contained herein my result in nullification of the agreement between you and the IRHA, withdrawal of sanction, and/or refusal to sanction future shows for a period of one year.

16. Show sponsor and show management agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Iowa Ranch Horse Association for any and all liability, if any, arising to the Iowa Ranch Horse Association by virtue of its granting show approval.  If the Iowa Ranch Horse Association is sued in any court of law, we agree to defend it at our expense, and if judgment be taken against the Iowa Ranch Horse Association, to pay said judgment and obtain a written release in a form acceptable to the Iowa Ranch Horse Association. 

17. To sanction a show a request should be received 60 days prior to the show date.  The Board of Directors may approve a late sanctioning request if they feel that members can be notified in a timely method.

Hosting a IRHA show requirements/arena needs: 

 

Stalls: Safe/Dry adequate stalling for all horses. Some of our contestants show stallions. 

Average stalls reserved per show - 30 

 

Arena(s): arena fencing tall enough and safe for working cattle, including cutting and turning cattle on the fence during working cow horse. A second arena for trail or a place to set up a trail pattern separate from the rest of the show. 

 

Panels: Extra panels for building cattle pens, stalls for overflow horses, and ranch cutting class 

 

Headgate: needed for numbering cattle in a safe environment 

 

Cattle pens: minimum 2 pens (3 or 4 being optimal) for cattle housing overnight with easy access to the arena. Average of 30 cattle are needed for each show. Half will be used for cutting, ranch cutting and roping, switching groups as cattle are used. One calf must be released to work individually into the arena for working cow horse/boxing classes. 

 

Electricity: for PA system/speaker system, show secretary needs for computer and printers, camper/trailer hookups. Many of our contestants stay overnight Friday evening and Saturday for our two day shows. 

 

Water: water access for watering cattle and horses. Water tanks for cattle as well.
